SUBJECT:  Post-Census Reapportionment

The recent release of the 2010 Census figures triggers reapportionment of
Congressional seats, House and Senate districts, and local government districts.
GMA estimates that approximately 150 cities in Georgia elect offices by district and
may be impacted by the reapportionment process. All focal governments are
required to apportion elective districts in a manner to guarantee the Constitutional
rights of their citizens. Because most Georgia cities will hold municipal elections in
the fall of 2011, it is important that city officials work with your city attorney as
soon as possible to discuss plans for redistricting in your city.

Time is of the essence. Cities are urged to act quickly:

»  Municipal districts must comply with the Voting Rights Act, which requires “one
rerson, one vote”. Citizs should review 2010 Census data to determine if
redistricting is needed.

After the city's redistricting plan is enacted, Section 5 of the Voting Rights Act
requires plans to be submitted to the US Department of Justice for preclearance
before it can be implemented.

The US Attorney General has 60 days after receipt of the submission to object,
preclear, or request additional information from the city.

For cities that require assistance with redistricting, the State of Georgia's Legislative
Redistricting Office does offer assistance to cities as time allows. Cities believing
that they are in need of this assistance should have a member of their General
Assembly delegation request that the city be placed on a waiting list. The Office is
primarily occupied with assisting the state legislature reapportion Congressional
and state House and Senate districts, however they have been a valuable resource
for cities over the years.
